5. Describe the historical circumstances as to how they fell into any of the categories in question 3.
6. Describe both the internal and international migration that takes place throughout the film, including themes of emigration, immigration, countries of origin/destination, means of travel, and any other details you consider pertinent – this includes not only countries, but U.S. cities as well.
7. Describe the cultural/political and environmental push and pull factors you see throughout the film

8. Describe some of the social, cultural, and economic obstacles faced by the men when they reach different parts of the United States. You should specifically focus on examples seen throughout the film pertaining to cultural obstacles (language, customs, religion, etc.) and economic (job opportunities), as well as the interplay between the 2 (in other words, how does the economic conditions they face impact aspects of their cultural practices?)
